1. Janitor's closets are the Custodian's professional work area and must be kept in a very clean, organized, and sanitary condition at all times. 

2. Janitorial closets must be disinfected regularly as they can become a breeding ground for many types of germs, bacteria, mold, fungi, and other organisms that can spread around the school. 

3. Wet mops must be rinsed clean and hung to dry so they don't smell foul.

4. Dry mops must be vacuum cleaned daily before storage to keep germs from growing.

5. Janitor's closets must be kept locked at all times because they contain hazardous cleaning chemicals that can be dangerous or fatal if they are handled by children. 

6. Excess or unneeded chemicals, equipment, paper products should not be kept in janitor's closet and must be removed to the main custodial storage areas.

7. No food or beverages are permitted in a janitorial closet.

8. Paper products must be stored above or away from chemicals so that leaks or spills do not contaminate them.

9. Operating instructions for equipment and chemical dispensers; and cleaning and safety procedures should be posted in the janitor's closet and reviewed regularly.
